The local Experimental Aircraft Association (EAA) Chapter 439 will hold the eighth annual Ford
Airport Day on Saturday, Sept. 19, at Ford Airport, near Kingsford Michigan.

The event will run from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.

Due to changes in the EAA national policy
concerning air shows by individual chapters and
current economic conditions, there will not be an
air show with aerobatic acts this year. Instead,
there will be many aircraft on the field to view, as
well as some local amateur built aircraft and
builders available to discuss these aircraft.

“In addition, we have a very nice slate of
activities planned,” said Tom Sullivan, president
of EAA Chapter 439.

"We will provide free Young Eagle rides as
always. We will also have rides available (for a
small fee) for adults in fixed wing airplanes, as
well as a helicopter,” he said.

There will be remote control aircraft providing
demonstrations, and we are expecting to have a
powered parachute display.

A kid sized World War 1 aircraft flight simulator
will be on the grounds for the children to fly, and
there will be three or four "Peddle Airplanes” for
the younger kids to play on in a designated
area.

There will also be available rides on a Breezy
aircraft. This aircraft is a very unique “open

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Marking and Labeling Your Aircraft

Last month we discussed some of the more commotakeis “Homebuilders” (that’s
us!) sometimes make in the use of hardware. Thstiml thought we might continue the
theme by talking about the various requirementte(obverlooked) to mark and label parts of
our Amateur Built aircraft. | am referring to threstrument panel (and gage) markings, control
marking,and passenger warning.

Lets begin with the Instrument panel and our enginé flight instruments. If we use
“steam” (analog) gages, they need to be marked watttain pieces of information. For
example, your airspeed indicator needs a red litleeaVje , or maximum allowable indicated
airspeed. Engine instruments should be marked té&lengine manufacturers recommended
operating ranges. In addition, if you mark
the gage (as most of us do) by placing & -
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proper point, you also need to add al #S¥ESC& g,
“slippage’mark. This is simply a small 2. oo —
paint dot on the glass with an adjacent dot
on the instrument case. The purpose 0
these dots is to alert the pilot that the
glass has rotated and that the mark ma
no longer be in the proper place. Figure 1
shows a typical small aircraft instrument
panel. Note the red line at 95 MPH\gY
and the small paint dots at the 9 O’clock
position on the airspeed indicator.

Similarly, the oil pressure gage is marked withedinindicating the minimum and
maximum olil pressure, which indicate the normalrapeg range. A “green” arc between the
two red marks would be even better. The oil tentpeeagage is also marked with the
maximum allowable oil temperature. Both gages helygage marks. Note however, if the
limit and normal operating range information ikssicreened or painted on the face of the
instrument (not on the glass) we do not need tppale marks. Also, if you have one of the
new EFIS systems without any “round dial” gagessthrequirements do not apply.

Another requirement many builders forget is thaunegnent to label the engine controls
and the direction of their operation. By this langhe Thottle, Carb Heat, Mixture, Magneto,
and Propeller controls. You are probably thinkthgt this is not necessary. After all, You
built the aircraft and certainly know what the colg are and how they work, but what
happens when you let your buddy fly the aircra@lling the mixture control full out (to the

“Idle-Cut Off” position) when the pilot
thought he was applying Carb Heat ca
certainly lead to some of that unwanted| =
inflight excitement we have discussed in}}
the past. Figure 2 shows how one builde ne
chose to label his throttle and mixture|
control on an AirCamper. Note how each|
control is clearly marked with function
and direction of operation.

While we are discussing signage in the
cockpit, lets look at the passenger warning.

construction standards (read this as the
FARs). Even if your aircrafioesconform

to all the construction and safety standards
listed in the FARs, you are still licensed “Expenta” and thus need this placcard. The
wording for the placcard can be found in FAA Or8&B0.2 and in the Advisory Circular AC
20-27F. Both of these documents are availablenerdit www.FAA.gov. The placcard itself
can be a simple label with the warning typed oroteethe label is stuck to the instrument
panel. Figure 3 is an example of a “homemade”qgrags warning. This builder bought a self
sticking mailing label at a local stationary stared used his computer and printer to add the
wording. Pretty cheap and easy, but very professilmoking. You can also do this on clear
mailing labels which lets the background color shas/ with the “solo” warning adjacent to
the passenger warning. Of course you can alsotlese labels from your favorite aircraft
parts supply store, but what fun is that?
